Praise God for our children! Here at Glenville we have a very simple method for teaching and learning, just show up and be willing! After two years of bumping my head up against the wall, spending countless dollars on expensive curriculum, and researching what everyone else was doing, I finally figured out that the only thing that works is doing something that works specifically for your church and your students. 


That’s why I came up with our self-contained rotational rooms. That’s right; everything that you need is in one room. There are many other programs that are designed to have all of the elements for one teaching style in one room, for instance an art room, a drama room, or a computer room. Now those styles are great for some churches, but it pretty much flopped at our church. Our student’s and teachers just did not like moving from room to room. They like going to one room and staying in that one room. 


The clean up on those rooms was also a nightmare. So, after much prayer and thought, I just decided to really focus in on what works here at Glenville. I noticed that the teachers like options and flexibility. Maybe they felt like a craft today, then again maybe they didn’t. They also did not like having to read long lessons in order to prepare for class. They very much enjoyed arriving and everything was already set up. So, I came up with the idea of self-contained rotational rooms. Everything that a teacher could need was in one room. If they felt like doing a craft, a craft was ready to go, with all the directions and supplies set up. If they felt like watching a movie, the television, DVD player, VCR, and movie was already to go, with a matching lesson. If they felt like playing a game, then the games were already to go, just pull out the game and start having fun. 


There was nothing that a teacher could not do! The kids did not have to wait until next week to participate in a craft; they could do it this week.

What’s also great about these classes is that they come with great lessons that engage the kids in learning the bible, learning life skills, and having fun. Plus the lessons are free. Oh, I borrow from many sources, books, online materials, things that I hear from other CE departments. But, ultimately, I just try to have fun and remind myself of what it was like to be a kid and a student in Sunday school. So, I hope that you enjoy the lessons and remember I love feedback and suggestions.

What is Youth Worship and Pioneers? TC "What is Youth Worship and Pioneers?" \f C \l "1" 
Youth Worship and Pioneers are the names given to our bible study classes for children and youth between the ages of 6 to 12. 

Youth Worship is held Sundays during the service time. Children and Youth are dismissed right before the sermon. The class is about 30 minutes, depending upon the length of the service. The class is dismissed at the conclusion of the worship service. 

Pioneers is held on Wednesday evenings, during our adult Life Sharing Classes (Bible Study) The classes are held at the same time as our adult classes. The classes range from 30 minutes to 45 minutes, but all classes end at 9:00 pm

Who Teaches Youth Worship and Pioneers? TC "Who Teaches Youth Worship and Pioneers?" \f C \l "1" 

Members of our congregation and the Pastors serve as teachers of Youth Worship and Pioneers. The teachers all attend Christian Education Meetings for training and to keep up with changes in the classes. The Teachers for Youth Worship teach once a month. See the Youth Worship teacher’s schedule. The teachers for Pioneers teach twice a month (see the Pioneers teacher’s schedule.) The teachers teach on a volunteer basis and we are very thankful for their time, energy, and service. 
How Exactly Do The Classes Operate? TC "How Exactly Do The Classes Operate?" \f C \l "1" 
When the teachers arrive everything that they need is ready to go. We have four rooms that are set up and look exactly alike, except for paint color. The students are assigned to each room. Each room has a television, dvd/vcr, (a movie will be on top of the television), a table, 8 to 10 chairs, and a shelf. On the table the teacher will find an art caboodle (with glue, scissors, paint, stickers, hole punchers), a silverware tray (with pens, pencils, markers, and colored pencils), the daily lesson, a snack (pop, little Debbie snack cakes, napkins, cups), a sign (explaining the clean up process of the room). The teacher has all the students sit down, hands out the paper lessons and everything begins with the lessons.
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THE FRONT COVER OF THE LESSON: TC "THE FRONT COVER OF THE LESSON:" \f C \l "1"  
On the front cover of the lesson you will find four boxes that are not numbered.
Box #1: TC "Box #1:" \f C \l "2"  has the following information. It is important to review this information with the student’s. Do not assume that they no something as simple as our church name. Remind them over and over again.

Box #2: TC "Box #2:" \f C \l "2"  has the words Youth Worship or Pioneers, with a picture. Remind them what class they are in. The purpose of the class is that they can learn the bible, learn about God, learn what they need to know for life.

Box #3: TC "Box #3:" \f C \l "2"  has a list of the lessons for the month. The lesson that they are on or have completed will have a check mark. The lesson that they will be working on later on in the month has an empty square. These lessons are important to review what they have learned.

Box #4: has Weekly Memory Verses: TC "Box #4: has Weekly Memory Verses:" \f C \l "2"    The student’s will have a weekly memory verse to memorize. Quiz them to see if they remember their verses. (See the verses for the month sheet, which will also be on the teacher’s answer sheet.)
#1. Opening Prayer: TC "#1. Opening Prayer:" \f C \l "1" 

The student’s will have the same prayer for an entire month. Please encourage them to say the prayer out loud, to memorize the prayer at home, and to use these prayers when they are unsure of what to pray for. (See prayers for the year sheet page 5)
#2. Introductions/Attendance TC "#2. Introductions/Attendance" \f C \l "1" 

Allow the student’s to answer the following questions?

1. Is there anyone new in the class?

2. Does anyone have any good news to share?

3. Does anyone need prayer?

Please be sure to write the prayer requests on the attendance sheet. This is important, let them know that the pastors pray for them every week at staff meeting.

#3. Ice Breaker TC "#3. Ice Breaker" \f C \l "1" 
Allow each student to answer the weekly Ice Breaker Question. There are no right or wrong answers for this section. Answers will vary for each student and that’s great. In this section we are encouraging the kids to get to know each other and to get to know their teachers.
#4. Scripture Reading TC "#4. Scripture Reading" \f C \l "1" 
In this section the students will be able to read a scripture from the bible that relates to the lesson. Scripture readings will not be long for two reasons. 1. We will be reading the entire book of the bible, beginning in Jan. 2006.  And 2. We don’t have a lot of time and we want to get through as much of the lesson as possible. Allow one student to read the scripture reading. They can take turns or one student can read the whole thing.
#5. Bible Questions TC "#5. Bible Questions" \f C \l "1" 

These questions are based upon the scripture reading. Teachers will have answers in their copy of the lesson.
#6. Bible Activity TC "#6. Bible Activity" \f C \l "1" 

This is where our self-contained rotational rooms come into play. The teacher’s and students will have the option of one of the following choices.

A. A Craft project that is found in the craft caboodle with complete instructions and supplies.

B. A Movie that is found on top of the television or on the table, with a question answer sheet that goes with the movie.

C. A Game, the games will be things like bible jeopardy, bible quiz, bibleopoply. They may not necessarily go with the lesson, but they will be a fun way to enhance bible skills.

D. Computer Skills, one room that we still have separate due to space, is our computer lab, and on occasion the students will have the opportunity to go in our computer lab for a fun learning project.
#7. Puzzle TC "#7. Puzzle" \f C \l "1" 
Every once in a while there will be enough class time, where everything has been done. So, each lesson will conclude with a puzzle, word search, crossword etc. that the students can work on quietly.  Or you can time the students allow them to race to see who can complete the puzzle the fastest. If there is not enough time, then the students can take the lessons home and complete the puzzles at home.
#8. End The Class With Prayer TC "#8. End The Class With Prayer" \f C \l "1"  this is very important, make sure to allow different student’s to pray. Try different prayers.

A round prayer (everyone takes turns adding to the prayer)

Pray for the person next to you (say a prayer for the person to your left or your right)

Prayer with the lights out (turn the lights out and pray)

Quiet Prayer (have each student go to a quiet spot and pray)
#9. Snacks TC "#9. Snacks" \f C \l "1"  Snacks can be given out at the teacher’s discretion. You can wait to the end of class, or give them out during activity time, or at the beginning, whatever you feel is the best for you and your teaching style.
